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Shaylee was two when she had her first grand mal seizure in
her crib.

Even after being hospitalized in ICU, she kept on having
seizures. She was put in two medicated comas, tried six
different anti-seizure medications, some three at a time. Our
only option was for Shaylee to have brain surgery: probes
were placed in her brain to find the seizure focus. Two days
later, doctors removed the right occipital lobe of her brain.

After weeks of rehab to learn to eat, walk, and speak, she
continues with therapies i occupational, speech, and physical,
and has many doctor appointments.

Through it all, Shaylee is a smart, happy child.
